Use Amazon for Amazon (including Kindle).

Use IngramSpark for everything else.

Buy author copies from either or both.

(Most of my sales are print books. Can’t compare the e-books.)



Reasons to Use IngramSpark and Amazon

 Bookstores typically refuse to order books from Amazon, while 

IngramSpark is part of Ingram, the largest book distributor in 

North America. But: KDP Expanded Distribution

 Best not to put all your eggs in one basket.

 Hardcovers—IngramSpark offers jacketed cloth, jacketed case 

laminate, and case laminate. Amazon offers only case laminate.

 Amazon offers better royalties and slightly lower print costs 

(IME, but lots of variables, some fog). Amazon is easier to 

manage; no fees for updates; colors pop a little better on covers.
